
The U.S. Department of Education Commission on Reading issued a report stating the following 10 simple tips to reading success:

Tip #1: Even the youngest children benefit from the sounds of 

             your voice.  Start reading to your child at birth.
Tip #2: Try not to let a day go by without reading to your child.

Tip #3: The more animated you are, the more your child will

             Follow the story.  Be silly; use an accent.  It’s show time!

Tip #4:  Don’t rush.  It takes time for a young child to settle into a story. 

Tip #5:  Don’t be afraid to veer from the text.  Improvise!

Tip #6:  Satisfy your child’s curiosity.  Take questions at all times and

             any time.

Tip #7:  Never stop reading aloud.  Even when your child has mastered

             reading on his/her own, he/she still benefits from more complex

             stories and the sound of your voice.

Tip #8: Plop your baby on your lap during reading, or cozy up with your

             older child.

Tip #9:  Let your child select a book that they would love to read.

Tip #10: Own lots of books!  A child should have his or her own library.
Little steps today – such as enjoying a wonderful bedtime story each night, or laughing together over a silly picture book before dinner – not only gives you more time with each other; they’re the first steps to a future where the sky’s the limit.  Remember, today’s readers are tomorrow’s winners!
